Wed. Jan. 19, 2011 – Communion Boutique – Annunciation School – 3 P.M. to 5 P.M. 
• Your one-stop shop for Communion attire, banners, gifts, photography and more. 

 
 Wed. March 2, 2011 – First Reconciliation – Lower Church  

• Dress in “Sunday Best” 
• 1 P.M. for Annunciation School students 
• 3:30 P.M. for Religious Education students 
• NO videotaping or photography during Reconciliation 
• Reception in auditorium immediately following.  Children will receive certificate and gift. 

 
 Wed. March 16, 2011 –DEADLINE  

• Submit a copy of baptismal certificate, family name banner & $100 fee payable to Annunciation 
Church to your child’s teacher. 

 
 Wed. May 4, 2011 – Communion Retreat Day  

• Casual, comfortable attire. 
• Bring “brown bag” lunch labeled with your child’s name. 
• Annunciation school children report at 8:15 A.M. as usual. 
• Religious Ed students report at 8:30 A.M. to Main Entrance under awning. 
• ALL students dismissed at 2:40 P.M.   
• Annunciation students dismissed in schoolyard. 
• Religious Ed students dismissed from Main Entrance.  Please park your car and walk to main 

entrance to meet your child under the awning. 
• No Religious Ed afternoon class for Grade 2 students. 
• Photography order form will be sent home with your child.  Please understand that professional 

photography services are not included in your Communion fee. 
 

Sat. May 7, 2011 – First Holy Communion - Upper Church  
• ALL Religious Ed Students – 10 A.M.  
• Mrs. Power’s Annunciation class – 11:30 A.M.  
• Sr. Kathleen’s Annunciation class – 1 P.M.   
• Girls:  white dress and veil, white shoes and anklets.  No gloves, purses, sweaters, rosaries, 

flowers etc.  The children should not have anything to carry.  No make-up or nail polish.   
• Boys:  navy blue or white suit, or sports coat and dress pants.  White dress shirt, white tie, dress 

shoes.  Armbands are OPTIONAL and worn on the left.  Parish provides boutonniere.  
• Arrive at the school auditorium at least 30 minutes before your scheduled Mass. 
• Portrait photographers are available “first-come, first-served” beginning at 8:30 A.M.  If you plan 

to use the photographer, please bring your completed order form and method of payment.
